• Through signage, a neighborhood map, walking tours, and an exhibition,

Heidi Neilson proposed the Citibank tower in Long Island City as the gnomon

of a vast sundial, highlighting the role of the corporate monolith in the other-

wise low-rise landscape and reinscribing the urban habitat in the context of

the earth (New York City Department of Cultural Affairs, Greater New York

Arts Development Fund);

• Andrew Blackwell’s kaleidoscopic short film, in which seven locals take turns

telling Aesop’s tale “The Laborer and the Nightingale” in their own language,

investigates the fine line between diversity and difference, community and

co-existence (New York City Department of Cultural Affairs, Greater New York

Arts Development Fund); 

• Luis Francia produced a “chamber suite” of poems as both a chapbook and

a live performance, framing the Filipino-American experience as part of the

larger Asian immigrant experience in Queens (New York State Council on the

Arts, Decentralization Program).

Urban Artist Initiative New York City (UAI/NYC)
With funding from Leveraging Investments in Creativity (LINC), UAI/NYC was

formed by a consortium that included the Asian American Arts Alliance, the

Association of Hispanic Arts, the Harlem Arts Alliance, and the Queens Council

on the Arts in partnership with the Bronx Council on the Arts and the New York

Foundation on the Arts. Last year UAI/NYC provided artists of color in all disci-

plines and in all five boroughs, including 12 artists from Queens, with general

support to advance their artistic and professional development.
